Course  Objectives:  

The Language A1 course will prepare students for both the oral and written portions of the Higher Level Language A1 examination.  Students will acquire skills in critical thinking and in analyzing language and literature.  The following Objectives are listed in the Language A1 guide for the IB Program and apply to both the eleventh and twelfth grade years:

The student will:

1. recognize the fluid nature of language;

2. correlate historical frameworks to literature;

3. acquire an insight into a culture, through the study of its literature;

4. increase awareness of the range and depth of the human experience;

5. recognize and analyze literary and stylistic elements;

6. follow character development to analyze character function;

7. differentiate between characters whose experiences are representative and those whose experiences are individualized;

8. analyze works of literature in order to interpret or ascertain theme;

9. identify and explain themes of literary works in universal themes;

11.  identify and explain imagery, symbols, motifs, objects, words or actions that reinforce the theme;

12.  support or refute specific interpretations in oral and written discourse;

13.  when provided with a theme or concept, select or recall details from a work for textual evidence;

14. employ techniques of cloze reading to analyze a short work of fiction or some aspect of a longer work using primary source material as support;

15.  produce individual formal oral presentations and participate in both small and large group discussions;

16.  employ the composition process to support a specific thesis in effective essays;

17. explore the relationship between style and meaning in literature;

18.  refine critical thinking skills;

19.  develop oral and written commentary on works of literature;

20.  formulate thesis statements;

21. develop and employ effective means of organizing details into paragraphs so that the paragraphs reflect the focus of the thesis;

22.  construct formal outlines;

23. incorporate appropriate quoted material using internal documentation;

24. relate introduction and conclusion to literary information;

25. employ the composition process (i.e. transition, sentence combining and reduction, editing);

26. maintain consistent tense (historical present) and point of view;

27. employ research skills to gather, organize and document information.
~In addition to the IB Requirements, we have to fulfill the NYS ELA standards.  All eleventh-grade students must sit for the ELA in June.  

~We cannot use the grade for the NYS English Regents as a final exam grade.  Therefore, students will create a final project consisting of a compilation of literary analysis and scholarly critique, based upon texts studied this year.

I believe that one of the best attributes of the IB program is its focus on the development of the individual student.    If students are prepared to engage with the texts we study critically and analytically, they will improve greatly as readers and writers.
